Lewis	
  pointed	
  out,	
  Jesus	
  is	
  either	
  Lord	
  of	
  all	
  as	
  He	
  repeatedly	
  claimed,	
  or	
  he	
  is	
  a	
  lunatic	
  or	
  a	
  liar.	
  
It	
   would	
   be	
   foolish	
   to	
   trust	
   Jesus	
   to	
   save	
   you	
   or	
   to	
   follow	
   him	
   if	
   he	
   is	
   not	
   Lord	
   of	
   all	
   as	
   he	
  
claimed.	
  If	
  I	
  say,	
  "Jesus	
  is	
  Lord,"	
  that	
  means	
  that	
  he	
  is	
  my	
  master	
  in	
  every	
  area	
  of	
  my	
  life.	
  This	
  
declaration	
  is	
  more	
  than	
  intellectual	
  assent	
  or	
   lip	
  service.	
   It	
  means	
  we	
  submit	
  ourselves	
  fully	
  
to	
  him.	
  In	
  this	
  lesson,	
  we	
  will	
  learn	
  what	
  Lordship	
  means	
  on	
  a	
  practical	
  level	
  by	
  discussing	
  three	
  
key	
  areas	
  of	
  our	
  lives	
  and	
  what	
  submitting	
  to	
  the	
  Lordship

  If	
  Jesus	
  is	
  our	
  Lord	
  it	
  means	
  that	
  we	
  submit	
  our	
  will	
  to	
  his	
  will	
  and	
  follow	
  
him.	
  Like	
  Jesus,	
  we	
  need	
  to	
  make	
  a	
  decision	
  to	
  follow	
  God	
  and	
  walk	
  out	
  this	
  decision,	
  no	
  matter	
  
how	
  hard	
  it	
  gets.	
  Have
